I look around the room and see people in 

various conditions, some able to walk like I can (even though I have a ñfunkyò 

gait), to those on walkers or canes, to those who are in motorized wheelchairs 

because they are unable to walk. 

 I have come to appreciate some ñlittleò things. Things like walking, 

even with a limp. Things like nurses who are skilled and ñgood with a needle.ò 

Even the genetic blessing of having ñgoodò veins. And nurses that treat you 

like family. 

 In addition, I am thankful for having a church family that is willing to 

work with me in the times I have to be away for treatments. And a staff that 

helps me during the times away. 

 Thanksgiving is going to be here quickly. You know that when you see 

the Christmas decorations out. And we often pass by Thanksgiving caught up 

in the chaos of the holiday season of Christmas/New Years.  

 So letôs pause a few minutes to reflect on being thankful. For the big 

things in life. For the little things we take for granted. For family, friends, and 

community. For adequate food, shelter and the things so many do not have.  

 In Philippians, Paul tells us, ñDo not be anxious about anything, but in 

every situation, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your  

requests to God. And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, 

will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.ò Paul says this while in 

prison in Rome. He is awaiting trial before Caesar, and the particular person is 

Nero, as unpredictable and evil as any that ever ruled Rome. And yet he 

speaks of being thankful in spite of the circumstances. 

 Which brings us back to the holiday we celebrate. A time of thanking 

God for all the blessings we have. Those we are aware of. And those we have 

that we often do not think of.  

 So letôs prepare our hearts to celebrate the holiday we often pass over 

getting to Christmas. By remembering how good God is to us.
